«  We offer the UC Global Scholarship which provides $2,000 to $7,000 per year, depending on
your scholarship award, to directly reduce tuition.

- We also offer cooperative education (co-op) programs in which students alternate quarters (10
weeks) of classroom study with quarters of paid, professional work in their fields. Co-op is open
to international students with a student visa; no additional documentation is required. The
professional wages earned during co-op may also be applied to education expenses, leading to
a significant reduction in overall education costs.

Case Study

Anton, a student from Ukraine enrolled in the UC College of Engineering,
is a recipient of the UC Global Scholarship at the $7,000 per year level.

His UC program requires six quarters of co-op work assignments over five
years. Based on 2007-08 tuition, room and board rates and estimated
book and other expenses, he projects average annual expenses of about
$33,108 per year. This amount will be significantly less during his co-op
quarters, when he will pay only a $200 professional practice fee.

His UC scholarship award totals $28,000. It will be distributed over 12
in-class quarters. Based on other Engineering students’ experiences, he
estimates his earnings during six quarters of co-op work at an average
$7,108 US per year. It is possible that his overall annual expenses may be
reduced by more than 50 percent.
